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Abstract:

The present paper investigates the Indian Attitude towards
the Chinese Intervention in the Korean War which began in
1950, the year which witnessed the Indian endeavor to prevent
the Chinese intervention in the war. Nevertheless, its attempts did
not prove successful, particularly after the ongoing war had
escalated. Upon the Chinese intervention in the war, India’s
Attitude kept attempting to persuade the Chinese side to get a
seat at the negotiating table. To this end, India tried by all means
to meet the demands of China, including the acceptance of its
membership in the United Nations, the settlement of the issue of
Formosa in a satisfying way, and resolving the Korean case in
such a way that would satisfy the Chinese side without
sacrificing the independence of Korea. India kept pursuing this
Attitude steadily until the Korean armistice negotiations were
launched in 1951, With its launch, India relied on it to achieve
China’s demands peacefully, and thus India's Attitude towards
Chinese intervention in the war decreased after its Attitude
focused only on maintaining the progress of the armistice
through the issues it faced in order to end the war peacefully.
